 Detailed Golf Course Information 
  

BRG Legend Hill Golf Resort - 18 holes par 72 (7068 yards) 
(Nicklaus design with twin greens per hole) 

 

Designer: Jack Nicklaus 
Established: 2015 
Location: Northeast of Hanoi 
 
BRG Legend Hill Golf Resort is an 18-hole layout located in Phu Linh, Hanoi and 20 minutes from the 
Hanoi airport. The course is the 3rd to open from the same owner with the other 2 being Kings Island 
Golf Resort and BRG Ruby Tree Golf Resort. BRG Legend Hill Golf Resort n the foothills in the Soc Son 
District, adjacent to the Soc Temple, which was made famous by Phu Dong Thien Vuong, better known 
as Saint Giong. The golf course was named Legend Hill out of respect for Saint Giong. The course 
opened in 2015 to become the first Jack Nicklaus designed course in Vietnam. BRG Legend Hill Golf 
Resort is also the first golf course in Vietnam to implement a unique two green per every hole 
concept.  Golfers have the unique experience of playing an 18-hole golf course with 36 green 
complexes. In other words, golfers with have a different golf experience on each round. 

  

Ba Na Hills Golf Club - 18 holes par 72 (7858 yards) 
(mountainous Luke Donald design) 

 

Designer: Luke Donald 
Established: 2016 
Location: 15 kilometers west of Danang 
 
Ba Na Hills Golf Club is 25 minutes inland from Danang, Vietnam, near the foothills of the cable car 
station leading to Bana Hills. The IMG managed Da Nang golf course is the first Luke Donald-designed 
course in Asia and the world. Ba Na Hills is laid out in several valleys of the surrounding mountain 
ranges. The Ba Na Hills mountain course has a diverse mix of natural topography and vegetation. The 
holes at higher elevations have nice vantage points with spectacular views of the valleys below. 

  



Hoiana Shores Golf Club - 18 holes par 71 (7,004 yards) 

(world-class Robert Trent Jones Jr. II course) 

 

Designer: Robert Trent Jones Jr. II 
Established: 2019 
Location: 8 Kilometers South of Hoi An 
 
Hoiana Shores Golf Club is the first Robert Trent Jones II Golf Course Architects (RTJ II) golf 
course in Vietnam. Forty-five minutes south of Danang International Airport and 8 kilometers 
south of the Hoi An Ancient Town UNESCO World Heritage Site, Hoiana Shores plays through 
dunes along the Vietnamese coastline. The town is known as "The City of Lanterns," and fittingly, 
lanterns instead of flags top the pins at Hoiana. The championship Hoiana course is a link 
design with limited vegetation and rolling dunes, and two returning nines on the coastal 
property are comprised entirely of pure sand. The course is grassed with TifEagle Bermuda 
greens, while tees and fairways feature Zeon Zoysia grass. 

  

Taekwang Jeongsan Country Club - 18 holes par 72 (7395 yards) 

 

Designer: Golfplan - Ronald Fream & David Dale 
Established: 2012 
Location: On a private island in the Saigon River 
 
Taekwang Jeongsan Country Club is located on its island in the Saigon River. Travel to the Ho Chi 
Minh City golf course requires golfers to venture out of the city on Vietnam’s main north-south 
highway and take a ferry across the Saigon River. It takes around 90 minutes to reach the golf 
course from the central hotel districts in Ho Chi Minh City. A shorter route is to charter a private 
speedboat taxi up to the river. Many boat taxis leave from the port near the Saigon Zoo. (see 
below) The 18-hole Korean-owned course design was by Golfplan – Dale & Ramsey Golf Course 
Architects from the USA.  The out and back layout is typical of top resort courses. The tips 
stretch out to 7395 yards, but there are forward tees for those looking for a more relaxed round 
of golf.

A sleek, modern vessel that fuses contemporary styling with Vietnamese design concepts, the Paradise 
Elegance is a meticulously designed steel boat that has reimagined luxury cruising on Ha Long. Boasting a 
piano bar, day spa and wellness centre, butler service and the full range of dining options, the Elegance is a 
work of art, the experience exquisite, the journey flawless. 

Sala Danang Beach Hotel (4★)

 

Located in Da Nang, 1.6 km from My Khe Beach, Sala Danang Beach Hotel provides accommodation with 
free bikes, free private parking, an outdoor swimming pool and a fitness centre. Among the facilities of this 
property are a restaurant, a kids' club and free shuttle service, along with free WiFi throughout the property. 
A terrace, an on-site bar and shared lounge are available. 

At the hotel each room is fitted with air conditioning, a seating area, a flat-screen TV with cable channels, a 
safety deposit box and a private bathroom with a bidet, free toiletries and a hairdryer. Every room has a 
kettle, while selected rooms are equipped with a kitchen with a fridge, a microwave and a stovetop. 

Bac My An Beach is 2.1 km from the accommodation, while Love Lock Bridge Da Nang is 2 km away.

Grand Hotel Saigon is one of the oldest Saigon hotels dating back to 1930. Completely 
refurbished in 1997, the District 1 location is ideal for golfers wanting to take in Ho Chi Minh City 
nightlife, restaurants, and shopping centers. All guest rooms are large and provide 
amenities.  The hotel has a swimming pool, rooftop bar and fitness center for golfers inclined to 
get some extra training between rounds of golf in Saigon.

Angkor Golf Resort - 18 holes par 72 (7209 yards) 
(challenging and well-maintained Nick Faldo design) 

 

Designer: Nick Faldo 
Established: 2008 
Location: 5 kilometers from Siem Reap 
 
The world-class Faldo designed Angkor Golf Resort is the best golf course in Cambodia and by a 
wide margin. The six-time major winner, Nick Faldo himself, received a blessing from local 
monks and then opened the golf course in December 2007, his first golf course in Cambodia. 
The Angkor Golf Resort brings Cambodia squarely onto international golf destination map. Tess, 
fairways, and greens are all maintained as what you would expect from a Faldo designed, and 
managed the golf course. The latest Paspalum turf ensures excellent year-round playing 
conditions.
